The course spans a whopping 5,389 yards and is slope 117 rated 
from the forward tees. From the back, it measures 6,870 yards 
and is slope rated 124. 

The Club House 
After an exhilarating round, when the sun comes out in all her 
glory, retire to The Clubhouse and unwind. Relax in the elegant 
and comfortable lobby, or feel the breeze in the open–air pavilion 
restaurant and bar. And you will want food - so The Clubhouse 
Restaurant serves á-la-carte breakfast and lunch daily.

If in a rush of excitement you get there early, your breakfast 
will be served at 8:00 a.m. You will also be able to purchase 
any golfing equipment you failed to being along, from the Pro 
Shop, which opens at 7:00 each morning. They offer an array 
of golfing apparel, balls, gloves and sunblock. Rent a cart, clubs 
and even shoes...

Restroom facilities provide golfers with lockers (available for 
rent) and showers. 

Policies and Fees
For guests of the Jewel Runaway Bay Beach & Golf Resort, green 
fees are complimentary. Carts can be rented for $25, and caddie 
help purchased for between $11 and $20 (depending on the 
number of holes you're playing and whether you are walking or 
taking a cart). Rental clubs are $22 per round, and shoes are $11.
